FACT Program Offers $430,000 in Grant
Funds to MSU Faculty

In Spring 2008, up to $430,000 in grants will be awarded to MSU faculty as part of the annual
Innovations in University—Community Research Collaborations competitive grant program. The
program is sponsored by the Families and Communities Together (FACT) Coalition, University
Outreach and Engagement, and MSU Extension.

The Innovations program is designed to increase federal funds that can be used for research on
issues that affect the well-being of children, youth, families, and communities. The program supports
multidisciplinary and collaborative research that links MSU with the people of Michigan. For more
information, please visit our Web site: fact.msu.edu.

Summer Research Fellowship Program

Two fellowships were awarded in the summer of 2007 to fund the development and design of applied
research projects addressing the specific needs of local Michigan communities. The fellowships stemmed
from a joint effort between the MSU Family Research Initiative (FRI) and MSU Extension (MSUE).

A university-wide effort, the FRI seeks to facilitate cross-disciplinary, collaborative study among

MSU faculty and students to produce real impact in the many fields of family research. With activity

in all of Michigan’s 83 counties and work with more than 200 MSU faculty members, MSUE uses a
community-based approach to share knowledge and to provide exceptional organizational programming

that meets the needs of local communities.

Fellowship opportunities were available to tenure-track faculty of any rank without an MSU Extension
appointment. The award provided one to two months of summer salary to recipients. In exchange,
participants were expected to identify partner MSU Extension offices, design applied research projects,

and submit research pre-proposals.

This year’s award recipients were Jose Ruben Parra-Cardona, assistant professor of marriage and family
therapy, and John Carlson, associate professor in school psychology. Fellowship funding allowed Parra-
Cardona to investigate using evidence-based parenting interventions to serve immigrant populations.
Carlson used funding to take a prior research project, which examined the use of evidence-based

approaches with preschoolers, a step further.
